In a major decision aimed at 
providing relief to people 
amid the heatwave, Punjab 
Chief Minister Bhagwant 
Mann on Friday revised tim-
ings of all Punjab government 
offices, schools and colleges.  

Under the new schedule, 
working hours will be 
changed from the existing 9 
a.m. to 5 p.m. to 7:30 a.m. to 
1:30 p.m. in larger public inter-
est, an official statement said.  

Chief Minister Mann said 
the revised timings would 
come into effect from May 25 
and will remain implemented 
till further orders.  

"The decision has been 
taken to facilitate the common 
people so they can conveni-
ently get their work done in 
government offices during the 
scorching heat. The decision 
was taken after due consulta-
tion with all stakeholders to 
ensure the welfare of every-
one," he added.  

Chief Minister Mann also 
said the revised timings would 
enable people to complete 
their official work early in the 
morning without having to 
take a leave from their jobs.  

"The move will also greatly 
benefit employees, as they 
will be able to finish their 
duties before temperatures 
rise sharply during the day," 
he added.  
Rajasthan braces for 
severe heatwave  

Weather remained largely 
dry across Rajasthan during 
the past 24 hours, with heat-

wave and warm night con-
ditions recorded at isolated 
places, the Meteorological De-
partment said on Friday. 

Sri Ganganagar recorded 
the highest maximum tem-
perature in the state at 45.1 de-
grees Celsius during 24 hour 
period ending Friday morn-
ing, while Sirohi registered 
the lowest minimum tem-
perature at 20 degrees Celsius. 

According to the Met office, 
most parts of the state are 
likely to witness mainly dry 
weather over the next week. 

However, under the in-

fluence of a fresh western dis-
turbance, northwestern and 
northern Rajasthan may wit-
ness thunderstorm activity, 
light rainfall, and gusty winds 
with speeds of 40-50 kmph 
during the afternoon hours of 
May 22 and 23. 
Scorching heat persists 
across Delhi-NCR 

Scorching heatwave con-
ditions continued to trouble 
residents across Delhi-NCR 
on Friday, with the India Me-
teorological Department 
(IMD) issuing an orange alert 
for the national capital and 
adjoining regions.  

The whole region has re-
ported a sharp rise in tem-
peratures over the past few 
days, making outdoor activ-
ities increasingly difficult for 
people. 

The IMD has placed Delhi 
under an orange alert for the 
next five days, as tempera-
tures are expected to remain 
exceptionally high across the 
city and the surrounding 
NCR.

BENGALURU 

The Karnataka Government 
has resolved to initiate aca-
demic counselling for engin-
eering and other higher 
education courses without 
waiting for the delayed NEET 
results.  

This moves away from the 
traditional system where the 
state held concurrent seat al-
lotments for medical and en-
gineering streams to let 
students pick the best avail-
able options based on both 
Common Entrance Test (CET) 
and NEET performances.  
Karnataka Higher Education 
Minister Dr MC Sudhakar re-
vealed that neighbouring 
states, including Tamil Nadu 
and Maharashtra, have taken 
identical actions to rescue 
their academic timelines.  

"We have taken all 
measures to ensure that stu-
dents do not face hardships," 
Sudhakar said, confirming 
that the government has ne-
gotiated with individual col-
lege managements to ensure 
full fee refunds if any student 
abandons an engineering seat 
for a medical position later.  To 

address the premium seats left 
vacant by students migrating 
to medicine, the government 
will implement a reallocation 
protocol.  

Preference will go to lower-
ranked students who missed 
their choice colleges in the in-
itial phase, allowing them to 
upgrade their streams during 
the second round of state 
counselling. 

Sudhakar emphasized that 
waiting indefinitely for central 
exam outcomes would perma-
nently alter the university cal-
endar.  

Reflecting on past admis-
sion policies, he noted that in-
dependent state entrance tests 
historically balanced student 
evaluations by offering 50% 
weightage to Class 12 scores.  

He asserted that a decentra-
lized model confines adminis-
trative errors to individual 
states rather than penalizing 
candidates across India. Fur-
thermore, Sudhakar pointed 
out that the older, localized se-
lection processes successfully 
curbed the commercial men-
ace of competitive coaching 
syndicates while reducing sys-
temic performance anxiety for 
young admission seekers.   

Sans NEET results, K’taka 
to start CET counselling

A French national, who oper-
ated a restaurant in Gokarna, 
Karnataka, for the last 15 years 
while holding only a tourist 
visa, has given a formal 
undertaking to the Karnataka 
High Court that he will exit 
the country by May 28 after 
securing an exit permit.   

Christophe Stephane 
Moxion approached the vaca-
tion division bench after fail-

ing to get relief from a single-
judge bench. The earlier 
order directed him to leave 
India by April 27, upholding a 
'Leave India' notice issued by 
the Foreigners Regional Reg-
istration Officer (FRRO) on 
March 16, 2026.  

Moxion's counsel, Nitin 
AM, argued that eviction no-
tice violated the legal rights of 
law-abiding foreign nationals.  
However, the high court re-
jected these assertions after 
reviewing documents pres-

ented by FRRO counsel H 
Shanti Bhushan. The court 
noted that running a commer-
cial business on a tourist visa 
constitutes a direct violation 
of visa regulations. Also, re-
ports of persistent disputes 
with his landlord and behav-
ioural issues with local resi-
dents justified the 
intervention of the FRRO. Al-
though Moxion possesses a 
tourist visa valid until Novem-
ber 2026, the court initially 
gave him just one week to exit 

the country.   
During the division bench 

hearing on Thursday, Justices 
Suraj Govindaraj and Justice 
K Manmadha Rao strongly re-
buked the petitioner when he 
tried to negotiate terms.  

Moxion subsequently sub-
mitted his undertaking to 
leave by May 28. The bench 
directed the FRRO to file its 
objections to the writ appeal 
by June 17, and posted the 
matter for further hearing on 
June 24. 

HC ends French restaurateur’s 15-year stay in India

Lucknow recorded its hottest 
day of the season with the 
maximum temperature 
touching 43.6 degrees Celsius, 
surpassing last year’s May 
high of 42.4 degrees Celsius.

‘fake, misleading’ claims

The Indian Army on Friday 
disapproved of attempts by the 
Aam Aadmi Party MP Sanjay 
Singh and Rashtriya Janata Dal 
MP Manoj Kumar Jha to tar-
nish the image of defence 
forces, promote falsehoods 
about service conditions aimed 
to instigate divisions within the 
armed forces and manufacture 
an “Officer-Men divide”. 

Sounding a false and mis-
leading information alert, the 
Additional Directorate General 
of Public Information under 
the Integrated Headquarters of 
Ministry of Defence (Army), re-
pudiated the claims made by 
some “discharged”, “dismissed” 
and “deserter” ex-servicemen 

to play the victim card at an 
event organised by the two 
MPs. 

“With regard to the mislead-
ing joint press conference ad-
dressed by Sanjay Singh and 
Manoj Jha at the Press Club of 
India, where three ex-ser-
vicemen and one deserter 
were given a platform, the facts 
must be placed on record,” the 
Additional Directorate General 
said. 

“The truth about these 
four individuals is as follows: 
Chandu Chavan — dis-
charged from the Army on 
July 25, 2024, after accumu-
lating five red ink entries for 
indiscipline; Harendra Yadav 
â€” dismissed from service 
on January 27, 2024, on 
grounds of indiscipline; 

Shankar Singh Gujjar — de-
serter from the Army since 
November 2024 and P. Na-
render — dismissed from 
service due to indiscipline,” 
the Army official added. 

“These individuals are now 
spreading falsehoods about 
service conditions, attempting 
to instigate divisions within the 
Armed Forces and manufac-
ture an Officer-Men divide,” he 
said. 

“This entire exercise appears 
aimed at diverting attention 
from their own unsoldierly 
conduct and the multiple pro-
ceedings against them, while 
falsely portraying their dismis-
sals — arising from desertion, 
intoxication, insubordination 
and related misconduct — as 
victimisation,” he added.

The Centre on Friday told the 
Supreme Court that 217 Indian 
nationals had reportedly 
joined the Russian armed 
forces amid the ongoing Rus-
sia-Ukraine war, and 49 have 
lost their lives in the conflict. 

In a status report filed be-

fore the apex court, the Centre 
said pursuant to sustained di-
plomatic engagement under-
taken by the government of 
India with the Russian Feder-
ation, 139 Indian nationals 
have already been released 
from the contracts they signed 
to join the Russian Army. 

"Further, 49 Indian na-
tionals are reported to have 

lost their lives in the conflict. 
Additionally, 6 Indian na-
tionals have been confirmed 
missing by the Russian side, 
whereas the status of 23 indi-
viduals remains unknown and 
continues to be under active 
follow-up by the Embassy of 
India in Moscow with the Rus-
sian authorities," the report 
said.  

Police probe liquor 
bottles recovered 
near CM house
